Dear parishioners, 
 
This week we enter into the joyful Christmas season. 
The anticipation has been building to celebrate the 
Birth of the Saviour. Hopefully by now we are not too 
exhausted!  
I would also like to bring your attention to an upcoming 
feast that is of major importance for our parish. On 
January 3rd, the Church celebrates the Feast of the 
Holy Name of Jesus. In the Bible, names always have 
great significance. They have a meaning that is 
always connected to what they represent. The name 
of Jesus – hard to translate precisely – means “God 
saves” or “God rescues”, or even “God is my 
salvation”. How fitting a name it is, then, because 
Jesus is indeed the Son of God, and as the Divine 
Messiah he comes to save us. At Christmas, we 
especially think of this great saving work of the 
Messiah, and so our minds should also turn to his 
Holy Name.  
Honouring the name of Jesus with a feast day in the 
Church goes back several centuries. When our parish 
was first beginning, over 100 years ago, our beloved 
ancestors recognized the importance of the name of 
Jesus. They would have also celebrated the great 
feast every year. And so, it was decided that our 
parish would be placed under the special patronage of 
the Holy Name. 
Whenever a parish celebrates the feast of its patron, 
there are special graces that come. It is a day to give 
thanks to God, to celebrate with other parishioners, 
and to ask for continued blessings. 
In less than 2 weeks, we will be celebrating the Feast 
of the Holy Name of Jesus – Friday, January 3rd. 
That day also happens to be the First Friday of the 
year 2025, making it even more significant. We will 
have our usual 12:05pm Mass that day, as well as a 
special celebration in the evening. We will have a 
Holy Hour beginning at 6 pm, and then at 7 pm a 
Mass for the feast. 
It would be wonderful if many parishioners could come 
together that day for Mass, either during the day or 
during the evening, to continue the Christmas joy be 
celebrating the Feast of the Holy Name of Jesus!
