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EASTER SUNDAY OF THE LORD'S RESURRECTION

Dear parishioners,

We have come to another joyous celebration of the
great feast of Easter. Christ is risen! Christ has
overcome death! Christ has triumphed over sin,
suffering, and darkness! As Christians, this should
always be the foundation of our faith and the source
of our hope. Easter comes every year, and, in fact,
each Sunday of the year is like a “mini’-Easter. We
are thus constantly reminded of the Resurrection of
Jesus. Rather than allowing ourselves to become
desensitized to this awesome reality, let us do our
best to renew our enthusiasm and keep our faith
enkindled.

One of the ways to do this, of course, is to have the
great seasons of Lent and Easter each year. So
many of the prayers and rituals of the Lenten
season helped us to focus on the suffering and
death of Jesus. Now that we have come to the
Easter season, we turn our thoughts more to the
fact the Jesus has overcome all of that darkness.

It is a message that never ceases to be relevant. As
much as the times seem to change, as much as
technology progresses and as much as our world
seems to differ from week to week, basic human
nature never quite changes. People seek
happiness. People seek fulfillment. People look for
answers and solutions to the problems and suffering
that life always seem to bring. Perhaps most
importantly, the harsh reality of death will never be
something that we human beings, on our own, can
avoid.

The Easter message, then, goes right to the heart of
the human experience. The life, death and
resurrection of Jesus are not events that are
irrelevant to our daily experiences. Jesus entered
directly into human history, he took upon himself the
often harsh and messy reality of human experience,
yet overcame it be turning the Cross into a great act
of self-sacrifice. The Resurrection is the great
triumph of God over everything that makes us feel
helpless.

The Church has a beautifully way of expressing this:
“In the face of death, the Church confidently proclaims
that God has created each person for eternal life and
that Jesus, the Son of God, by his death and
resurrection, has broken the chains of sin and death
that bound humanity”.
