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TWENTY-SEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Dear parishioners,

The month of October is dedicated to the Holy
Rosary. During these days, we are encouraged to
consider the role of this beautiful prayer in our lives.
There are few more distinctively Catholic symbols
throughout the world than the rosary beads. In fact,
even the sound of the rosary beads, as they fall through
our fingers or hang from the side of a religious sister,
can almost immediately bring our minds to Mary!
When we pray the Rosary, we typically focus on

the Mysteries of the Rosary. These are the major
events in the life of Jesus as we find them in the
Gospels. They are arranged into 4 sets of mysteries,
according to the stage in Our Lord’s life: the Joyful
Mysteries, the Luminous Mysteries, the Sorrowful
Mysteries, and the Glorious Mysteries.

Why do we refer to these events in Our Lord’s life as
“mysteries”? Why do we not just call them “events”?
For instance, could we simply refer to the Resurrection
as “the First Glorious Event of the Rosary”?

Yes, these are events...sacred events in the life of
Jesus. But the fact that we use the term “mystery” to
describe them indicates that they are a special type of
event that will always be able to provide new meaning
and new insights to us. No matter how often we pray
the mysteries of the Rosary and no matter how often
we consider a particular “event” in the life of Jesus, we
will always have the opportunity of seeing things in a
different light. We will often discover new
perspectives, even if we have been praying the Rosary
for many decades...(no pun intended).

The term “mystery”, then, is a beautiful way to
describe these events in the life of Jesus. When we
pray the Rosary, we hold on to the hand of Our Lady
(symbolized with the beads) and allow her to draw us
close to her heart. With Mary, we then think about
these events in Jesus’ life. What did he do? What did
he say? How does my heart react? Over time, it is as
though we were actually there with Jesus and Mary,
always learning and experiencing more.

Let us take the opportunity during this month of
October to grow in appreciation for the Holy Rosary.
As we grow closer to Jesus in union with Mary, may
our prayers also assist in bringing blessings from
heaven to our world.
